Hope everyone is keeping well in this cold weather. This month | would like to talk about
supplements for youth and beauty. Its something we get asked in the pharmacy from time
to time. Patients often wonder if there are certain things that will help their skin. Certainly
having a diet free of artificial colours and flavours would help but it can be hard having a
perfect diet.

So which supplements can help and which ones work?
Collagen

Collagen is a protein and connective tissue which gives skin its overall structure and elas-
ticity. Collagen production decreases with age due to sun damage and nutritional defi-
ciencies. Marine proteins contain an amino acid called hydroxyproline which is important
for collagen synthesis. Taking marine proteins help overall texture of the skin but also
reduce dryness of the skin and improve the health of hair and nails.

Dosing up on Vitamin C

Recognised more for its health properties in winter, vitamin C assist in collagen produc-
tion and is an important antioxidant. Other substances like zinc and silicon are important
for collagen production and repair.

Essential fatty acids

Essential fatty acids are found in fish, flaxseed oil and evening primrose oil. These help
nourish the skin cells and keep them hydrated by holding water. Essential fatty acids are

i mportant in hor monal heal th, which i mpag
flammation process. Essential fatty acids also help dry skin.

Pure Water

Drinking up to 6 to 8 glasses of water is also important as this prevents dehydration which
can cause a build up of toxins. These toxins can damage skin cells, impair enzyme activity
needed for skin renewal.

Pesky free radicals

Antioxidants are well known in health and beauty. They work by inhibiting oxidation

which prevents the creation of skin cell damaging free radicals. Some free radicals are pro-
duced in the body while other created by pollutants, cigarette smoke, excess alcohol con-
sumption and excess dietary fats. Vitamin E, resveratrol (found in red grape skins) pome-
granate, green tea, turmeric and grape seed extract are all examples of antioxidants.
