FIRE BRIGADE REPORT  

Itôs the last edition of the year and Iôm sure everyone is preparing 
for the summer holiday season.  Please do have a safe summer 

and rememberé 

BBQ safety 
-Before using a grill, check the connection between the gas tank 
and the fuel line  
-Do not add fluid to an already lit fire because the flames can flashback up into the container and explode 
-Dispose of hot coals properly ï douse them with plenty of water and stir them to ensure that the fire is out.  
Never place them in plastic, paper or wooden containers 
-Never grill/barbecue in enclosed areas ï carbon monoxide could be produced which is very dangerous and 

can kill 

Christmas FireWise 
-Select a place in your house that is away from busy areas, stairs and doors ï secure the tree so it can not 
be knocked over by children or pets 
-If your tree becomes dry and starts shedding needles you should remove it from the house  
-Check that your artificial tree is made from flame resistant materials  
-Lights should never be used on artificial trees with metal frames  
-All tree ornaments should be flame resistant 
-Never use candles near the Christmas tree or as tree decorations 
-Check/test your Christmas lights carefully before placing them on the tree.  If any of the wires are frayed or 
broken, throw them out and buy a new set of lights 
-Make sure all the connections are tight and that the bulbs/cords are in good condition.  Loose connections 
and frayed cords can cause a short circuit. 

-Never leave the tree lights on overnight or when leaving the house

PC 101 ð essential tips and advice from PC TLC  
Number 5 ï Organise your PC for ease of use 

 
Merry Christmas to all my readers and customers. 

 
I see many clients that have a ódefaultô desktop and 
Start menu; itôs been like that since they bought the PC 
and a few more items get added over time.  Every time 

you have to ferret around the Start menu for an 
frequently used application, you lose valuable time.   

You can make your environment more efficient by 
putting links to your often used applications and files in 
places where they are easily accessed: the desktop, 
the quick launch toolbar, or the initial part of the Start 
Menu.  Likewise you can remove unwanted links.  Use 
óCtrlô-mouse left button to make a copy of a link as 
drag it to a new area, and right hand mouse button 

click to delete a link (through the menu). 

So which area is best?  The desktop can be obscured 
by running applications, so I keep mine clean with only 
a few icons, some of which are links to folders.  My 
often used applications, such as Word and 
spreadsheets are linked via the quick launch toolbar ï 
this is always visible and is a one click launch but you 
can only see icons, no text, so it does not help to have 
say, a number of spreadsheets there.  The Start menu 
is almost as good but takes at least two mouse clicks 
to launch, one on the óStartô button and one on the 

relevant entry. 

  

Neck Pain 
Pain can come from many sources within the cervical spine.  The 
mechanism can be from an external force such as a whiplash or 
heavy lifting, or from postural elements. 

How does it feel ? 
The pain is typically centralised around the neck but can radiate to 
areas such as the head, shoulders and arms.  Pain can be a dull 
ache or sharp intermittent pain that can shoot down the arm.  Neck 
pain can also cause headaches. 

How is it treated? 
Accurate assessment identifying the source of pain will direct treatment management.  A good history 
and orthopeadic tests isolate the tissues involved and determine the irritability.  Depending on the source 
and irritability, the Physiotherapist may use: 
- Soft tissue manipulation / massage / trigger point therapy 
- Joint mobilisation / manipulation / adjustment 
- Acupuncture 
- Exercise therapy / strengthening / stretching / Muscle balance  

A combination of self management and effective treatment is usually successful.  Patients themselves 
can assist with the appropriate exercises, good posture and minimising damaging loads. 

If you are experiencing Neck pain, early management ensures your best chance of recovery.  Call us at 
Hobsonville Physiotherapy and we can liaise with your Doctor if required in helping you recover quicker.  
Most injuries are still eligible to receive treatment cost assistance from ACC.  As a registered ACC 
provider, no doctor's referral is required.

Greenhithe Care Chemist Advice:   Hello Everyone 
The holiday season is here again its important to be prepared with your medicines before you leave. This 
month Iôm talking about stomach bugs. It is really important to take special care with food preparations 
especially with BBQôs. Having a stomach bug makes you feel miserable! However you should start to feel 
better within a couple of days. 
Remember, if you are taking care of someone with a stomach bug, good hygiene is essential to stop the bug 
spreading to others. Wash your hands before and after handling food, and wash anything soiled by the person 
with a stomach bug immediately, and importantly wash your hands before and after. 
Here are a few things you can do to help you or your loved one feel better 
- Rehydration is vital. Replacing the essential mineral salts that are lost through vomiting and diarrhoea with 
an oral electrolyte solution will make you feel a bit better. Take small sips often. 
- Rest. You probably don't feel like doing very much anyway, but your body needs to rest in order to recover. 
- If you have a temperature, take paracetomol. You will feel better if your temperature is controlled. 
- Once you start to feel like food, try bland, easily digestible food. Avoid fatty or sugary or raw vegetables or fruit 
and wholegrain. 
- If vomiting and/or diarrhoea continue for a prolonged period, or if you are concerned about your health contact 
your GP as soon as possible 
We also have a travel check list in store and a special travel check list for patients with diabetes which has lots 
of helpful information. Feel free to ask for one. 
Take care this holiday season and have a Merry Christmas and a Happy New Year
